
Chapter 229, FIREARMS AND FIREWORKS

§ 229-1.  Discharge of firearms within City limits prohibited.  
No person shall fire, discharge or set off or cause or procure to be fired, discharged or set off within the City 
any cannon, percussion, air or other gun, pistol, squib, rocket, firecracker, gunpowder, fireworks, or any other 
explosive combustible.   
 
§ 229-2.  Fireworks authorized.  
This chapter shall not prohibit a fireworks exhibition by any organization or association if permission 
therefor has been granted as provided in § 405.00 of the Penal Law.
