1. Minutes of the June meeting were read and approved, motion to accept by Emmons, seconded
by McDevitt, passed 6-0.

2. The request of Daniel Squire for a reciprocal City of Binghamton Class “A” Master Electrician
License was denied. Mr. Squire has a Residential License from the Town of Amherst and Master
License from the City of Tonawanda, the City of Binghamton does not recognize these as the
testing is not compatible. He would have to apply and take the City of Binghamton electrical
exam.
