An Ordinance renaming of State Street Park as Phelps Street Park
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§ 327-2.C. Hours and Months of Operations. [Amended 12-18-2013 by Perm Ord. 13-__]
Approved Outdoor Café Permits shall be valid from April 1st through October 31st March 1st through
December 31st during the year in which the permit was issued; the City reserves the right to exclude any
particular dates from the outdoor café season in the interest of public safety. Such permit shall
authorize the permit holder to operate an Outdoor Café during (a)
hours, or (b) between the hours of 7:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M. Sunday through Thursday and between the
hours of 7:00 A.M. and 11:00 P.M. Friday through Saturday, whichever is less. Outdoor Café operations
must cease at the times indicated herein. Operation of an Outdoor Café outside of the permissible hours
shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance, and shall constitute grounds for the revocation of an
Outdoor Café permit, in accordance with § 327-2.L.
