Sewer Pump Station Evaluation Project (Project); and

WHEREAS, Barton and Loguidice, D.P.C. (B&L), on behalf of the City, applied for an
Engineering Planning Grant as part of the 2019 NYS Consolidated Funding Application process
to have a comprehensive study of the existing sanitary sewer pump stations that are within the City
of Binghamton; and

WHEREAS, the City was awarded a $50,000 Engineering Planning Grant (EPG) by the
NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation; and

WHEREAS, Title 6 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations (6 NYCRR) Section
617.5 under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) provides that certain actions
identified in subdivision (c) of that section are not subject to environmental review under the
Environmental Conservation Law; and

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that engineering services relative to the study and preparation
of a Preliminary Engineering Report for the Project will be necessary; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage engineering services from professionals with
experience in such matters.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council of the City of Binghamton, duly convened in regular
session, does hereby:

RESOLVE, that the City of Binghamton City Council hereby authorizes the Mayor to
execute a Grant Agreement with the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation and any and all
other contracts, documents, and instruments necessary to bring about the project and to fulfill the
City of Binghamton obligations under the Grant Agreement.

The Mayor may increase this local match through the use of in-kind services without
further approval from the City Council.
